The stock market on Monday remained volatile throughout the day and
concluded the session in the green zone amid current account posts
$349m surplus in October. The Benchmark KSE-100 index made an
intra-day high and low at 95,307.91 (544.27 points) and 94,620.44 (-
143.20 points) respectively while closed at 94,995.67 by gaining 232.03
points. PKR in today’s interbank depreciated by Rs 0.1954 against USD
and closed at Rs277.8554. The value of shares traded during the day
was Rs23.919 billion. Market capitalization stood at around Rs12.231
trillion. Overall, trading volumes for the day decreased to 764.91 million
shares compared with Friday’s tally of 892.45 million. HASCOLDEF was
the volume leader with 85.1 million shares, gaining Rsl to close at
Rs9.24. It was followed by FFL with 60.5 million shares, losing Rs0.06 to
close at Rs11.55 and KEL with 58.4 million shares,gaining Rs0.13 to close
at Rs5.17.
