PKR in 

today’s interbank appreciated by Rs 0.0833 against USD and closed at 

Rs277.9590. The value of shares traded during the day was Rs35.114 

billion. Market capitalization stood at around Rs12.523 trillion. Overall, 

trading volumes for the day decreased to 969.09 million shares compared 

with Wednesday’s tally of 1137 million. WTL was the volume leader with 

95.6 million shares, gaining Rs0.1 to close at Rs1.38. It was followed by 

PACE with 51.5 million shares, gaining Rs0.32 to close at Rs5.81 and KOSM 

with 48.3 million shares,losing Rs0.58 to close at Rs8.4.
