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Market Summary

The stock market on Tuesday remained negative in majority part of the
day and concluded the session in the red zone amid profit-taking after
days of a bullish trend. The Benchmark KSE-100 index made an intra-
day high and low at 82,010.09 (159.59 points) and 81,107.38 (-743.12
points) respectively while closed at 81,483.64 by losing 366.86 points.
PKR in today’s interbank appreciated by Rs 0.066 against USD and
closed at Rs277.8029. The value of shares traded during the day was
Rs17.058 billion. Market capitalization stood at around Rs10.684
trillion. Overall, trading volumes for the day decreased to 369.44 million
shares compared with Monday’s tally of 400.02 million. WTL was the
volume leader with 39.4 million shares, losing Rs0.03 to close at Rs1.25.
It was followed by PACE with 22.6 million shares, losing Rs0.16 to close
at Rs5.23 and HUBCXD with 21.2 million shares,losing Rs5.72 to close at
Rs129.09.
